By-law 2025-

By-law to prescribe lower rates of speed within the Town of Grand Valley

WHEREAS The Highway Traffic Act, R.S.0. 1990, Chapter H-8, Section 128(2), as
amended, authorizes that the Council for a municipality may prescribe a rate of speed
per hour for motor vehicles;

AND WHEREAS the Council of the Corporation of the Town of Grand Valley deems it
expedient to restrict the speed of traffic on specific roads;

NOW THEREFORE the Council of the Corporation of the Town of Grand Valley enacts
as follows:

6.

In this By-law:

a. “Motor Vehicle” means an automobile, truck, motorcycle, motor assisted
bicycle and any other vehicle propelled or driven otherwise than by
muscular power.

b. “Streets and Roads” include the following road in the Town of Grand
Valley:

i. Main Street, North and South, in its entirety
No person shall drive a motor vehicle upon the above reference road at a rate of
speed greater than 40 kilometers per hour.
Every person who contravenes Section 2 is guilty of an offence and is subject to
the penalties as designated under Section 128(4) of the Highway Traffic Act,
R.S.0. 1990, Chapter H.8 and amendments thereto.
By-law 1996-18 is hereby repealed.
The repeal of any by-law referred to in Section 4 shall not affect any offence
committed against the provision of that by-law or any penalty incurred in respect
thereof or any investigative procedure, including but not limited to any
prosecution thereunder.
This by-law shall be enforced by the Ontario Provincial Police.
